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Upcoming Road Closure and Detours in Worcester

The I-476 widening of the Northeast Extension of
the Pennsylvania Turnpike will cause Morris Road
(between Valley Forge and Schultz Roads) to be
closed this spring to allow the bridge over the
Turnpike to be replaced.

The detour will divert traffic to Skippack Pike
(Route 73) along Valley Forge, Berks, and Bethel
Roads. In order to handle the increase in traffic,
PennDOT will install some left-turn lanes and
temporary traffic signals.

Left-turn lanes will be installed on Skippack Pike in
both directions at the Berks Road intersection. No
road widening will be required, just repaving and re-
striping. A left-turn arrow will be added to the traffic
signal at this intersection in the eastbound direction
on Skippack Pike. A left-turn arrow on Skippack Pike in
the westbound direction was considered, but the
projected traffic volumes were not found to warrant it.

Due to the projected increase in traffic on

North Wales Road Realignment
This spring, PennDOT will begin work to realign
North Wales Road, at the intersection of Morris
Road. No road closures are anticipated because the
new portion of North Wales Road will be built first,
followed by the closure of the old segment. It is an-

ticipated however, z
that the construc- %
tion could cause 2R

some congestion
and delays in the
area, while work is
being completed.
Additional road
closures are sched-
uled in Upper
Gwynedd, which
may filter addi-
tional traffic onto
Worcester roads.
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Skippack Pike, temporary traffic signals will be
installed at the intersections with Shearer and Weber
Roads. These signals will be removed as soon as
Morris Road is reopened. The timing of the lights on
Morris Road will be adjusted to allow easier access
onto Morris Road from Berks and Schultz Roads.

The left-turn lanes and temporary signals are
shown on the detour map as presented to us by the
Pennsylvania Turnpike Commission. (See Page 2)

Worcester Township is pursuing several methods
of traffic control to help alleviate the projected
excessive traffic and possible speeding issues on local
Township roads. As soon as these measures have
been approved by PennDOT, we will put them in
place.

The construction is expected to be completed by
the end of November 2010. It is unfortunate that
this project is scheduled at the same time as the
construction in neighboring Upper Gwynedd
Township, but the Turnpike Commission had this re-
construction scheduled and will continue on course.
Worcester Township officials are requesting
residents’ cooperation and understanding during this
period of construction. The end result will be a
public transportation improvement for everyone.
