1. REVIEW OF THE JANUARY 10, 2008 MINUTES

A motion by Pat Quigley seconded by Gordon Todd and passed unanimously to accept the minutes of January 10, 2008.

2. REVIEW LAND DEVELOPMENT PLANS, PAT SPARANGO, 2131 BETHEL ROAD

Joseph Estock, PE, presented the plans for this 3-lot subdivision to the Planning Commission.  An existing house on the property, built sometime after World War II, is to be demolished and replaced with a new dwelling.  Behind this will be two flag lots.  All three houses will share a private drive, to be maintained by a “homeowners’ association” and will be tied into public sewer.  

Recommendation: The Worcester Township Planning Commission recommends preliminary approval of the plan, with waivers and final approval by the township engineer, with two conditions: 1) that the developer’s engineer clarify the limit of tree clearing on the landscape plan and 2) that the developer’s engineer clarify the width of proposed private drive with the fire department to see that it meets requirements for emergency vehicle access.  A motion by Pat Quigley and seconded by Rob Hayes to recommend preliminary approval was passed unanimously.  

3. REVIEW OF COMPREHENSIVE PLAN UPDATE DRAFT

The Planning Commission continued its review and discussion of the proposed update to Worcester Township’s Comprehensive Plan.
